Treasurerõs Report 

August 11, 2007 

Fiscal Period: June 16, 2007 to August 10, 2007

Hello Family, 
As I am sure all of you are aware by now, Citizen bank printed the Journeyõs account number 

on the WWASC checks. This caused many problems, but the bank rectified all of them.  

1. Reversing all the overdraft charges. 

2. Reversing returned check charges. 

3. Printing new checks at no cost, and even refunding the check charge for the checks 

that were printed incorrectly. 

There is no financial report in the minutes from the August 11, 2007 meeting because the 

report had been tabled until the end of the meeting; and, while the treasurer was in the 

bathroom, a motion to adjourn was carried. I was still able to write my report it simply does 

not contain financial information. The following three financial periods will be submitted for 

approval at the October WWASC meeting.  

¶ April 14, 2007 ð June 16, 2007. This was previously approved, but required revisions. 

¶ June 16, 2007 ð August 11, 2007.  

¶ August 11, 2007 ð October 20, 2007. 

 

Journeys 
The convention donated $141.11. While the convention is not considered a fundraiser, but a 

way to expose newcomers and old-timers to a new way to live and fun in recovery, it would be 

nice to be able to donate a little more. Here were the unexpected costs: 

Problems: 

¶ No Show Costs: Even though the hotel was booked a month in advance of the 

convention, due to no shows the convention had to pay for two or three rooms. That 

would be 4 ð 6 room nights @ $79 a night = $316 that could have gone to the Area. 

¶ Speaker Costs: The previous year the convention paid for one night of the speakers 

lodging. This year I believe we paid for both. I am not sure why, but the convention can 

simply not pay for speaker rooms or full travel costs until it grows a little bigger. 

¶ Northwoods Picnic: Fruit was added to the picnic menu at the last minute. The 

convention still made a dollar a head, but it did reduce our profit.  

¶ Sunday Brunch: Many complaints every year. 

¶ Registration Packet: Still over $5.00 per head and the trees were added at the last 

minute to stay in keeping with tradition. 
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¶ Not enough help: Lots of people that wanted to help, but we were all too busy to tell 

people what to do. 

Solutions: 

¶ No Show Costs: The hotel currently charges the participant for one night a month in 

advance of the convention. Now to encourage early cancellation, the second night will 

be charged to the credit card by noon on Friday. All participants must cancel by noon 

on Friday or risk getting charged for both nights. 

¶ Speaker Costs: Each speaker will be told when asked to speak that the Convention will 

provide $50 to help with travel costs and a full package with meal(s)to addicts agreeing 

to speak. 

¶ Northwoods Picnic: Keep the fruit; get rid of the tossed salad. The tossed salad was the 

only thing left. Save More did a great job. I would use them again. 

¶ Sunday Brunch: the hotel provides a continental breakfast Saturday and Sunday. The 

food is never good and the rooms have full kitchens. Therefore, the committee has 

chosen to cancel the Sunday Brunch. 

¶ Registration Packets: Reduce the cost below $5 per packet. 

¶ Help: This year we are initiating a volunteer coordinator position. This positions duties 

and responsibilities will be to recruit, train, and direct the volunteers.
